Williams is scheduled to be
in court Friday, May 29, at 1:30
p.m. in front of the Honorable
Judge Randy Wilt in Court-
room 467.

These charges are merely
accusations and the defendant
is presumed innocent until or
unless proven guilty in a court
of law.
