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	I have to say that in 2016, 
we Chicago Cubs fans were 
able to put to rest over a 
century of frustration as we 
watched them finally win the 
World Series in seven games 
over the Cleveland Indians.

	Then in 1984, the Cubs 
finally made the playoffs and 
it seemed they were going 
to win the Pennant over the 
Padres, but after going up two 
games to none they somehow 
lost three straight and were 
eliminated. They were back in 
the playoffs again in 1989 and 
1998, but lost both of those 
series as well.

Then in 2003, at long 
last, I thought for sure they 
were going to be in the World 
Series… but they lost game 
six when a fan deflected a sure 
foul ball flyout that turned into 
a bunch of runs that cost them 
the game. Then they lost game 
seven and missed the Series 

once again. In 2007 and 2008, 
they were back in the playoffs 
again but sadly lost each of 
those years.

	They were back in 2015 
and actually won a couple 
playoff rounds for the first time 
that year, but came up just a 
little bit short.

This year they even 
stole the Brewers long-time 
successful manager who led 
them to the playoffs five of the 
past six seasons. That didn’t 
seem to accomplish much as I 
watched them struggle from a 
distance this season, until the 
month of August rolled around 

and they got really hot winning 
a bunch of games. So now, 
going into September, they are 
about four games behind the 
Mets and the Braves for the 
wildcard team. We’ll have to 
see what happens, but it’s been 
fun to see them compete once 
again this year. I guess I didn’t 
realize until I wrote this article 
how much of a fanatical Cub 
fan I really am.
